Please note:
1. All papers should be delivered both by email and post. An electronic file and 2 paper copies should be sent by post.
2. The deadline for submission of papers is 25th October 2010.

3. The maximum number of pages per publication (for paper and poster presentations) is 4 pages, with tables, figures & references included. (All papers longer than 4 pages will be rejected).
4. Images will be published in color. Please submit the original graphic files in an electronic format. It is preferred that files be submitted in TIFF or EPS format, with at least 300 dpi resolution. PDF, JPG, Excel, and PowerPoint files may also be acceptable.

PLEASE FIND BELOW HOW TO PREPARE YOUR PAPER: 
Attached you will find the file:
1. ISA proceedings template.doc: Microsoft Word Template: File that helps to write the paper in the appropriate format.
2. Instructions for the authors: (The present Document): Document containing instructions on how to submit your paper.
Before starting: Copy the file ISA proceedings template.doc to a new directory and keep the original file as a backup. Start this file with MS Word and Rename it with key words of the Title /Author. Please do not rename the file to “ISA paper” as we may have several papers with the same name.
a. Type the correct title, author(s) and affiliation(s), and delete old text without deleting the return at the end of the line (that will change the format). The author will be written as follows: First the initials and then the last name. If any of the co-authors have the same affiliation as the first author, add his name after an & (or a comma if more names follow). The affiliation includes Name of the Institute, City, State/Province, and Country; do not add street names, P.O. Box numbers or zip codes to the affiliations. 
b. Type your abstract behind "ABSTRACT " The complete abstract will fall in the abstract frame, the settings of which should also not be changed (width: Exactly 15.0 cm or 5.91"; height: Automatic; vertical: 7.2 cm or 2.83" from margin; Lock anchor) it should be no longer than 150 words. Also do not forget to enter the KEYWORDS directly beneath the ABSTRACT section (5 keywords at most).
c. Type the text of the first heading and delete old text without deleting the return at the end. 

d. Type the text of your paper using "First paragraph" for all paragraphs, which follow after a heading. For the rest of the text use "Standard text". 

e. Figures should be placed in paragraphs with a  "Figure" tag and equations with a "Formula" tag. Figures cannot be imported on the paragraphs tag. Use only the headings 1, 2, and 3.  Number figures consecutively in the order in which reference is made to them in the text, making no dis​tinction between diagrams and photographs.
f. References: At the end of the paper, list all references in consecutive order as they appeared along the text. The references should be typed in small letters (10 pt on 11 pt) and second and further lines should be indented 4.0 mm (Reference text tag).

i. Journals references: Last name, First name Initials. Article title in his original Language. Title of Journal as it is indexed, Year; Volume number (issue number if necessary): page numbers. Exampel: Josselon J, Kyser BA, Weir MR, Sadler JH. Hepatitis B surface antigenemia in chronic hemodialysis program: lack of influence on morbidity and mortality. Am J Kidney Dis 1987; 9: 456-461.
ii. Books references: Last name, First name Initials. Book title, (Edition) if there is more than one, City: Publisher.  Year. Volume if there is more than one, and page if you specify a certain reference. Example: Boyd B. Atlas of Ocular Surgery. Panamá: Highlights of Ophthalmology; 1995; II: 45.
iii. Book chapter reference: Chapter author, chapter title; In: Book author; Book title, City: Publisher. Year, year, Volume if there is more than one: and chapter pages. Example: Bosniak SL. Ectropion. In: Smith BC. Ophthalmic Plastic and Reconstructive Surgery. St. Louis: Mosby; 1987; I: 562-579.
g. Tables: Locate tables close to the first reference in the text and number them consecutively. Indicate units in the line immediately below the heading. Explanations should be given at the foot of the table, not within the table itself. Use only horizontal rules: One above and one below the column headings and one at the foot of the table Type all text in tables in small type (Table text tag). Align all headings to the left of their column and start these headings with an initial capital. Type the caption above the table to the same width as the table (Table caption tag). 
2. Please check that your paper has the correct typography. The publisher will reduce your paper to 85% and print it in black.  Color images will be evaluated separately for color printing. For this reason please check that the print is clear and tables and images are of a high quality. You will get the correct typography automatically by using ISA proceedings template.doc template. Text will be in Times New Roman, the paper title (16 pt on 18 pt), author(s) (12 pt on 13 pt), affiliation(s) (10 pt on 11 pt) and the small text in tables, captions and references (10 pt on 11 pt) point-size 11 and 12 points line spacing  (Standard; text tag). Use roman type except for the headings (Heading tags), parameters in mathematics (not for log, sin, cos, ln, max. d (in dx), etc). Use the small font (10 points on 11 points) for tables (Table tags), figure captions (Figure caption tag) and the references (Reference text tag). Never use letter spacing and never use more than one space after each other.
3. Check if setting of paper size and margins, and Columns are still correct. A4 size paper the margin settings are: Top: 2.5 cm; Bottom: 3.0 cm; Left: 3.0 cm; Right: 3.0 cm; and all other settings 0.00 cm (template file: ISA proceedings template.doc). 
4. Microsoft Word users should select the correct files for their printer: A4 paper size (21 x 29.7 cm, European size), or Letter paper size (8 1/2" x 11", American size).
